Bond moved, seconded by Kraus to approve hiring Mark Bond as a part time public works employee starting at a wage of $26.89 an hour.

The council was advised about Iowa Code Section 21.12 regarding the new open meetings and open records training law requiring new council members and city board members to attend training sessions.

Shaffer moved, seconded by Fedeler to deny a request from account #01-584 to have either partial or all of their November bill reimbursed due to a water leak. 

The council discussed possibilities for the Legion building.
Judy Weston, Gary Reed and Penny Reed were present to discuss their concerns about rat problems in their neighborhood.  Multiple possibilities were discussed on how to abate this nuisance.  The Council is going to seek advisement from the City Attorney and letters will be sent out to property owners.

Council discussed other various nuisances on properties in the city.  Council directed the City Clerk to write letters to residents they noted.
